“Instructional resources” shall mean textbooks, print and non-print fesou uchjas software,
web-based products, online resources, frequently used website
primary sources, periodicals, newspapers, slides and trar odels, pictures,
diagrams, maps, charts, slides, electronic recordings, and comp applications which relate to
the curriculum and are available for teacher use and/or s S
resources shall not include textbooks, novels, websites or.onlinggsesources, literary or poetry
selections or any other materials independently identifi€éd student for use in connection
with classroom activities.

Access to Instructional Resources

oncerns or Complaints regarding instructional resources shall first be addressed at
the classroom or building level. If that does not resolve the issue, the process described in
District policy KEC and its supporting regulation KEC-R, Public Complaints about Learning
Resources shall be followed.
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The Superintendent shall report to the Board on a quarterly basis complaints regarding
instructional resources that are not resolved at the building level.
